The question of “effectiveness” has been a key matter of consideration
and discussion on the educational agenda at the national and
international level over the past three decades (from the late 1970s). A
determinant factor within the school that would influence educational
effectiveness to a great extent is teacher effectiveness.

Several complementary studies have been focused on the competencies
that constitute teacher effectiveness; however, there is no single
definition of ‘what makes a good teacher’. The most recent attempt on the
issue was made by HayMcBer consultancy, which was commissioned by
the Department for Education and Employment in early 1999, ‘to provide
a framework describing effective teaching.’

Having observed teachers within UK, who are considered to be ‘effective’,
and taking into consideration ‘the model of the effective teacher’
(Hay/Mcber’s Report in June 2000) that has been distributed to English
schools as a pattern for school improvement, I made an attempt to
approach effective teaching from a theoretical and practical perspective.
